BOAZ & CHRIST—RUTH & YOU

When Naomi wanted to sell her land, the law required that she let a relative of her 
husband buy back the land (Lev. 25:25). The closest relative had first rights to the 
land. He was called the kinsman redeemer (4:1–10). This law kept the land in the 
family. Israelites called it “redeeming the land.”

According to custom, Naomi’s kinsman redeemer gave his sandal to Boaz. This 
showed that he gave up his right to be the first kinsman redeemer. He wanted the 
land, but the law required that he take Ruth too (Deut. 25:5–10).

Boaz redeemed the land because he loved Ruth. He also wanted to help Naomi. 
When he redeemed the land, he also redeemed Ruth.

Christ bought you out of sin. You were born in bondage to sin, but Christ bought 
you back (redeemed you) with His own blood. Born a human, Jesus is related 
by blood to all men. He became our kinsman redeemer. (See 1 Cor. 6:19–20;  
Eph. 1:7–8; 1 Pet. 1:18–19.)
