Paul and Silas used in their answer in Acts 16:31: "believe,“Lord,"
“Jesus,"and “Christ”

Evaluating the evidences of
salvation in our lives

The steps by which we got our Bible were inspiration,
organization, collection, and preservation.

Inspiration means that God directed the writing of Scripture so
that, without destroying the personalities of the human authors,
the end result was the errorless, trustworthy, authoritative Word
of God.

The Bible itself claims to be divinely inspired and authoritative.
God gave us the Bible to set the record straight and to plainly
reveal Himself and His will to man.

Author (the Lord).

The Bible is a collection of many books in the sense that it was
written in many ways by many different men over different time
periods.
